

Are you interested in becoming an Outreach Peer?

The Outreach Peer is someone who goes into the community and speaks to people about the importance of HIV testing, and recruits people for HIV testing. Outreach Peers promote APICHA’s services in the community and provide them with information that helps them make referrals and linkages to care.
    
Duties and Responsibilities Include:

· Recruit and escort clients to HHC facilities for HIV testing

· Conduct outreach and follow-up visits to promote APICHA to providers in Queens and Brooklyn

· Replenish HIV testing brochure in providers’ offices as needed

· Conduct the Provider Survey 

· Communicate with providers and their staff in matters related to testing initiative

· Meet with supervisor on regular basis.

· Attend all required meetings.
· Submit all required materials such as reports in a timely manner

Outreach Peer Requirements:
· Experience conducting outreach.

· Ability to travel using public transportation 

· Preferred ability to navigate in the hospital setting

· Reliability, punctuality, and flexibility required.

· Excellent communication skills (written & spoken) in English required.

· Ability to speak one or more A&PI languages preferred.

· High school diploma preferred.

· Availability on evenings and weekends.

· Ability to use common office software required (Word, Excel)

The average time required for this position is 10-12 hours per week.
