OVERVIEW:
The CUNY-Community Partnership for Public Health is a program of the 3 MPH programs within CUNY - Brooklyn, Hunter and Lehman Colleges.  This program has identified 16 CBOs in need of capacity building services (criteria and services are identified) throughout The Bronx, Brooklyn and Manhattan.  

This is a 2 year process at the end of which we will have developed a strategy for communities and campuses to collaborate in community capacity building processes as well as student preparation to work in non-profit settings. 


DESCRIPTION: 
1 - Each MPH program (Brooklyn, Hunter and Lehman) has a faculty coordinator working with the CBOs within their boroughs.  

2 - There are a variety of services that will be provided (e.g., staff and board development, fiscal management, program planning and evaluation, and others) based on an assessment of each CBO. 

3- In addition, an MPH practicum student will work with an assigned CBO and faculty member to assist in the implementation of a work plan developed for each CBO.  The selected student will receive a stipend of $1,000 as well as information/material to complete a Capstone Project. 

CONSULTANT: 
We are seeking an evaluator who can design the capacity building needs assessment in consultation with program staff, as well as the evaluation plan.  It will likely entail a qualitative evaluation strategy.  Therefore, experience in qualitative methods is required as well as some experience with non-profit/community organizations.
