Description

WORLD peer advocates are women who mentor women living with HIV/AIDS.  WORLD peer advocates are a part of the WORLD staff, and they work in partnership with health care providers who are a part of the Alameda County Family Care Network. 

By providing information, practical assistance, and emotional support, peer advocates build an allied relationship with clients, promoting an ongoing dialogue about HIV related issues.  In addition, peer advocates support clients’ efforts to reduce stress and increase quality of life. 

A peer advocate supports her clients’ ability to make informed healthcare decisions.  She shares her knowledge about HIV in a non-directive manner and offers resources.  She attends appointments with clients, role modeling active communication with physicians.  

The peer advocate keeps herself informed of current trends in order to best serve the changing needs of her clients.  She works with other staff at WORLD as a team. 

The peer advocate will be supervised by the peer advocate program supervisor and will work in cooperation with the peer advocate team.  

Minimum Qualifications

1. High school diploma or equivalent.

2. Good communications skills.

3. Team player, self-motivated, able to work independently as well as on a team.

4. Firsthand knowledge in HIV/AIDS issues.

Duties and Responsibilities

1. Provide one-on-one emotional support at WORLD and other designated sites.

2. Help clients access services by providing referrals, accompanying to appointments and/or providing transportation.

3. Provide non-directive information to clients about HIV, treatments, clinical trials, stress reduction and self-care strategies.

4. Remind clients of appointments and follow up after appointments.

5. Provide support and referrals for dealing with difficult issues (disclosure, adherence, parenting, relationships, pregnancy and HIV, substance use).

6. Advocate for consumers by bringing concerns to attention of providers.
