Program Coordinator, Zone Based Testing Services:  under the direct supervision of the Program Director, Community Organizing & Outreach Services, the Program Coordinator, Zone Based Testing Services is responsible for coordinating daily operations of our on-site testing, alternative venue testing, testing delivery services, and special testing events. Under the supervision and guidance of the Program Director, the program coordinator is directly responsible for implementing Zone Based activities including the development of collaborations with residents, policymakers, businesses and health and human service providers to design and provide HIV/AIDS awareness events, health fairs, and educational events to promote HIV testing and risk reduction skills building. The Program Coordinator, CTR Services II develops the schedule and venues for population-based rapid HIV testing while overseeing in-house HIV/HCV/STI testing services. He/she is responsible for implementing rapid testing activities in accordance with the division’s policy and procedures around rapid HIV testing, HCV and STI testing services.

Test Counselor:  is responsible for conducting integrated (HIV/HCV/STI) testing services to residents of the Harlem and South Bronx. He/she will ensure client receives confirmatory test, offering to deliver results at convenient place and time of the clients’ choosing, or coordinate escort services to bring the client to a convenient HU location. Coordinate initial medical appointment for all HIV-positive individuals. Coordinate escort services to ensure client attendance at first two medical visits. Refer clients to ADAP program, COBRA case management, mental health and other services required by client. Counsel all HIV positive individuals on partner notification. Refer client to PCRS Counselor/Clinical Supervisor for short-term crisis counseling on issues related to living with HIV, disclosure, care, etc. Provide referral to NYCDOHMH CNAP as required. Valid Drivers License Required.

Sr. Test Counselor:  serves as lead counselor and field supervisor and is responsible for conducting integrated (HIV/HCV/STI) testing services to residents of the Harlem and South Bronx. He/she will ensure client receives confirmatory test, offering to deliver results at convenient place and time of the clients’ choosing, or coordinate escort services to bring the client to a convenient HU location. Coordinate initial medical appointment for all HIV-positive individuals. Coordinate escort services to ensure client attendance at first two medical visits. Refer clients to ADAP program, COBRA case management, mental health and other services required by client. Counsel all HIV positive individuals on partner notification. Refer client to PCRS Counselor/Clinical Supervisor for short-term crisis counseling on issues related to living with HIV, disclosure, care, etc. Provide referral to NYCDOHMH CNAP as required. Valid Drivers License Required.
 
Community Health Specialist/Organizer: Working under the supervision of the Program Coordinator, Education & Training the Community Health Specialist/Organizer is responsible for developing collaborations with residents, community business, Tenants Association executive board members, NYCHA residents alliance members, East Harlem Consortium members, policymakers, various local social services agencies, local health service providers, and local Community Boards. These collaborations are critical to provide HIV/AIDS awareness through educational events and health fairs, for the communities in Upper Manhattan serviced by the Community Service Provider (CSP) program. S/he will work closely with the department’s Zone Based Outreach and Testing teams to saturate defined areas of East and Central Harlem with HIV stigma-reduction messages and coordinate neighborhood HIV/HCV/STD testing events and access to care and services. The Community Health Specialist/Organizer must have extensive knowledge of Harlem and New York City’s health and human services network and must conduct assessments and refer individuals and/or families to appropriate community resources for needed services. As needed, the Community Health Specialist/Organizer will establish ongoing relationships to ensure successful connection to quality medical and social services. Valid Drivers License Required.

Patient Navigator: the Patient Navigator is responsible for the successful linkage of all HIV+ individuals identified and engaged by our Community Service Provider (CSP) program partners and internal testing contracts. He/she will work to link individuals into primary care services and other support services through internal and external referrals. Under the supervision of the Program Coordinator, Linkage to Care Services he/she will be responsible for assisting peer-lead targeted outreach activities to members of the target population including street and community based outreach. Valid Drivers License Required.
